This template reflects the current requirements by the U.S. Postal Service
to qualify for automated handling of your postcards which will insure the
quickest and most cost effective delivery of your cards.

This template is NOT TO SCALE.

The delivery address must be entirely within the “top” half of the mailpiece.

To determine the “top” of the mailpiece, hold the brochure with the fold
on the right hand side. The addressing area must be within the top half of
that side. The mailing address can be placed either horizontally or vertically

MAILING AREA but cannot be upside down.
Top Half of Brochure

It is possible to have the mailing area on the front of the brochure but it will
then, technically, be at the bottom of the front (which is the top when looking
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but cannot read upside down and must be of brochure
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
